Why would you choose Angers?

Angers, capital of the Loire Valley is without doubt, the best place to be!

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The Clerkship

Training course:

You’ll be called “externs” (under 6th year) and will be spread throughout the hospital. You‘ll need to be at the hospital every morning from Monday to Friday, with exact schedules depending on the department you’re in (often between 9:00 – 13:00). Clothes in surgical units and white coats are provided, but students must bring their materials (stethoscope, reflex hammer).

Your role depends on the departments: most of the time, students clerk patients, write in the notes and do a clinical examination. They also follow ward rounds and shadow staff, and finally file the medical records. In the surgical field, you’ll have the chance to help in the operating room.

Exams:

We have our exams in May, June and January.

The Hospital

Angers’ hospital is a public university hospital. We’ll help you to integrate into the department. 
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The University

The medical faculty of Angers is next to the hospital. You’ll meet many nice students and you can have lunch there in the university restaurant (RU).

La Coma is the student association of the faculty. It allows us to organize many projects, parties, meet foreign students… etc
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Transportation: you could use the bus. Or rent a bicycle. Or just walk (cause the city is not that big)

Social Program

All incoming students get free access to several museums and the castle. You’ll also get two cinema tickets to go to the “400 coups” cinema (elected best cinema in France). For incoming students coming in the summer, we’ll organize a very nice weekend in La Rochelle. Moreover, you’ll be provided two tickets to go to a summer festival. 

Angers is in a famous wine producing area… We’ll probably share a bottle or two with you.

You could also take part in one of many sports events... (Hockey, football, basket…)  

Weather can vary a lot - temperature in July and August can be quite hot. It’s usually warm - as the famous French poet Joachim du Bellay describes “la douceur angevine”.
